What's New
The VOD WM server is the most recent addition to VBrick's EtherneTV family of products. 
The VOD WM is a robust, on-demand server that delivers unicast streams at 125 Mbps. This 
is a qualified throughput measurement. Actual throughput depends on bitrate, number of 
connections, disk fragmentation, and other factors and may be higher than the published 
benchmark.

Compatibility
This VOD WM Server v3.2 release is compatible with:

• VB6000 WM Network Video Appliances with VBDNA 1.0 or higher.
• EtherneTV Portal Server v3.2 or higher.
• StreamPlayer 4.3 or higher.

Features
The WM server is part of VBrick's EtherneTV family of products which includes the ETV 
Portal Server, the WM Network Video Appliance, the Scheduler, and the Network Video 

Note Windows Media Services 9 Series is available as an optional, installable component 
of Windows Server 2003 Standard Edition and Windows Server 2003 Enterprise 
Edition. Windows Media Services is not included with the Microsoft Windows Server 
2003 operating system, Web Edition or the Itanium-based versions of the Microsoft 
Windows Server 2003 operating systems.
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Recorder (NVR). The VOD WM is built on a Dell hardware platform and delivers stored 
Windows Media assets as unicast streams across an Ethernet network. The VOD WM Server 
support Windows Media assets and is seamlessly integrated with VBrick's ETV Portal Server. 
The VOD WM Server supports FF and Rewind. It does not support Seek and the Seek slider is 
feature is not shown on the embedded player in ETV Portal Server for WM files.

Installation
The VOD WM server is shipped from VBrick with Windows 2003 Server Standard Edition 
and all VOD WM software already installed. If you need to re-install the software for any 
reason, contact VBrick Support Services.

Changing the Default FTP Password
VBrick strongly recommends you change the default FTP password after the VOD WM 
server is installed. The default user name/password is anonymous/anonymous. You must 
change the password in three different places as explained below: Computer Management, Internet 
Information Services (IIS), and in ETV Portal Server.

To change the password in Computer Management:

1. Get a new password from your system administrator.
2. Go to Start > Control Panel > Administrative Tools > Computer Management.
3. Highlight Local Users and Groups and double-click on Users in the right pane.
4. Right-click on anonymous and select Set Password. Click OK when done.

To change the password in IIS:

1. Go to Start > Control Panel > Administrative Tools > Internet Information Services 
(IIS) Manager.

2. Expand the tree control, right-click on Default FTP Site and select Properties.
3. On the Security Accounts tab, select the anonymous user and enter the new password.

To change the password in ETV Portal Server:

1. Launch the ETV Portal Server configuration tool. (For more information see the ETV 
Portal Server Admin Guide.)

2. Navigate to Global Settings > Servers.
3. Change the FTP Password so that it matches the password you entered in Computer 

Management and IIS.
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Upgrade
There are no upgrades to VOD WM Server v3.2 This is the first release of the product.

VBrick Security Update Policy
VBrick has fully tested all of its server-based products on Windows Server 2003 Standard 
Edition with all current Microsoft security updates installed. It is standard VBrick policy to 
configure and ship our servers with all current service packs and security updates as of the 
shipping date of the product. We also run limited regression tests when new service packs and 
updates are released by Microsoft. Once VBrick software is installed at a customer site 
however, it becomes the customer's sole responsibility to install security updates and software 
patches as they become available. To protect against imminent threats, VBrick recommends 
you install and/or test all Microsoft security updates as soon as they are available.

To see what security (and other) updates are installed:

1. Go to Start > All Programs > Windows Update.
2. In the right navigation pane, click Review your update history to display the history of 

all installed updates.
3. If necessary, go to Start > Control Panel > Add or Remove Programs to remove an 

unwanted update.
